For this purpose, the Veers includes freedom
fighters, defense personnel, personnel uf Central Armed Police Forces'
and State Police who laid down their lives in the line of duty
Shilaphalakam may preferably be erected near Amrit Sarovars or in the
absence of Amrit Sarovar, some other appropriate water body. In case no
such water body is available, the Shilaphalakam may be constructed in
the Panchayat building or local school or at some other prominent
location. (The design of the Shilaphalaka n is enclosed in the Annexure).
