Submission of Entries:

e Schools shall evaluate the entries internally and upload three best entries (in PDF format)
on the CBSE portal https://cbseit.in/cbse/2025/cvc by 5:00 p.m. on 6.10.2025.

o Details of student participation must also be entered on the portal.
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Evaluation and Recognition:

e The three best entries at the school level may be suitably recognised by the school during
Vigilance Awareness Week.

e The three best entries from each school must be uploaded on the CBSE portal.

o Entries uploaded will be evaluated at the Regional Level, from which three best entries
shall be selected from each CBSE region.

o These regional entries will thereafter be evaluated at the National Level. The five best
entries so identified shall be forwarded to CVC and be duly honoured (further details will be
communicated separately).

e The evaluation criteria is provided in Annexure B.

« Emphasis shall be placed on originality of ideas and intellectual honesty. Any form of
plagiarism detected at any stage shall result in disqualification.

Decision of the committee regarding selection of the students shall be final and no
communication shall be entertained in this regard.

All the schools are requested to encourage maximum participation of the students.
