BACKGROUND:
Kokborok (also known as Tripuri or Tiprakok) is the main native language of the Tripuri people of the Indian
state of Tripura and neighbouring areas of Bangladesh. The word Kokborok derived from the word ‘Kok’
meaning ‘verbal’ and ‘Borok’ meaning ‘people’ or ‘human’. Kokborok or Tripuri is one of the ancient language of
North East India. Kokborok is a language of the Borok people; geographically known as Tripuris. It is one of the
State’s official languages of Tripura notified on January 19, 1979.

It is through the mother tongue that the child's consciousness
develops. As important as mother is to the child, mother tongue is an important in education. Education without
mother tongue remains incomplete. His life develops in many ways centering on this mother tongue. According to the
motherland, the mother tongue is also very dear to the people.

internet, etc)

e To develop curiosity and creativity through extensive reading.
e To facilitate self- learning to enable them to become independent learners.

e To review, organize and edit their own work and work done by peers.

e Retell the contents of authentic audio text (weather reports, public announcements, simple advertisements, short
interviews, etc)
