BACKGROUND:

‘human’. Kokborok is one of the ancient languages of North East India. It was formerly known as Tipra Kok.
Kokborok was declared as an Official Language of the State of Tripura, India by State Government in the year 1979.
Consequently, the language has been taught from Primary Stage to Ph. D stage.
