1. Background/Rationale

As a syllabus provides a framework for the assessment of teacher and learner achievement, it is
an inseparable part of the course of the study.

e To achieve greater knowledge and proficiency in the use of language skills necessary
both for the social and academic purposes.

e To develop basic skill and new ideas by introducing the text-based answers of the unseen
passages.

e To improve their communication, social and handwriting skills and to understand the
meaning of Phrase and Idioms.

e To identify different word and understand compose examples of grammar elements.

e To identify literary techniques and creative uses of language in literary text. To identify the
central/main points and supporting details, etc.

e To achieve the advanced language skills with an aim to develop the skills of reasoning,
drawing inferences through meaningful activities.

e To develop the capacity to appreciate literary use of Manipuri and also use Manipuri
creatively and imaginatively.
