CBSE invites and processes the
applications and distributes
Scholarships under this scheme for
6854 scholarships every year.

The scheme is aimed at extending
helping hand to meritorious students
of economically weaker families for
continuing their education at UG/ PG
level. The students whose parents’
income are less than Rs. 4.5 lakh per
annum and have scored minimum cut
off (80 percentile marks) in class Xl
are eligible for availing scholarship
under the scheme. The scholarship
is distributed in the ratio of 3:2:1 for
Science, Commerce and Arts.

In case of a tie, girls
shall be given preference. Thereafter,
candidate, senior in age shall be
preferred. The reservations among
categories are: - SC 15%, ST 7.5%, two
toppers from physically handicapped
category (PH candidates to be
included in the total number of rewards
and if not available within merit list, the
merit shall be lowered upto 5% below
the last candidate under SC/ ST
category). The category of the student
will be determined as per records
submitted at the time of registration in
IX & XI Examination form submitted to
the Board.
