The use of technology in school management 
across all affiliated schools in and outside the 
country was also leveraged to bring some quality 
changes. Integration of IT in the examination 
system for efficiency, transparency and accuracy 
resulted in some ‘FIRSTS’ by the Board like the 
Online Affiliated School Information System 
(OASIS). It consolidated the entire school 
information on a digital platform which could be 
used for several important activities such as fixing 
up exam centres, availability of infrastructure, 
academic and non-academic faculty. This 
information was crucial and helped the Board in 
school 'mapping'.

For the first time, Exam Centre Locator software 
was developed using the latitude and longitude 
information fetched by geotagging. This single 
initiative facilitated students to easily find the 
address and images of the designated exam 
centres and was hugely appreciated.

For the first time again, CBSE introduced 
‘DIGISCORING’ or scanning of OMR sheets at the 
examination centres where scanned images were 
uploaded directly on the central server. As such 
the pre and post examination activities of the 
Board have been brought in online modes. This 
has resulted in quick time response, transparency 
and more accuracy in the operations. Use of 
Aadhaar numbers for examination purpose 
was also initiated to avoid malpractices in 
examinations especially in the high stake 
competitive examinations like JEE, NEET.

The Board has always been responsive to the 
stakeholders.  Based on the feedback, it was 
decided to restore class X Board examination from 
academic year 2017-18. The assessment process 
has also been remodeled where the Board 
examinations will be conducted for 80 marks and 
20 marks will be assigned to internal assessment. 
It has been observed that schools follow various 
systems of assessment and examinations for 
classes VI to IX and also issue different types 
of report cards to the students. With the ever 
increasing number of schools and more than 1000 
schools being added on an average every year, it 
is imperative to have a uniform system right from 
class VI to IX which has now been put in place.

The quality of education also demands inclusivity. 
The Board has some useful schemes and initiatives 
for mainstreaming marginalized students. 
Udaan is one such platform which supports 
1000 meritorious girls from disadvantaged 
backgrounds. This is irrespective of the education 
boards across the country. For the session 2016-
17, the Board mentored 777 girls in class XII 
and 1034 girls in class XI through virtual contact 
classes at 60 centres in the country.

In order to execute various functions effectively 
Regional Offices have been set up by the board 
in different parts of the country to be more 
responsive to the affiliated schools. At present 
the board has ten regional offices in Allahabad, 
Ajmer, Chennai, Guwahati, Panchkula, Patna, 
Bhubaneswar, Thiruvananthapuram, Dehradun 
and Delhi. Schools located outside India are looked 
after by Regional Office Delhi. The Headquarter 
constantly monitors the activities of the Regional 
Offices. Sufficient powers have been vested with 
the Regional Offices, matters pertaining to day-to-
day administration, liaison with schools, pre and 
post examination arrangements are all dealt with 
by the respective regional offices issues involving 
policy matters are, however, referred to the Head 
Office.

‘Mathematical Olympiad’, the talent search 
programme for school students is organised 
by the National Board for Higher Mathematics 
(NBHM), since 1988. The NBHM since 1997 has 
constituted an ‘Independent Group’ of all the 
schools affiliated to CBSE.

Since the last decade, the Central Board of 
Secondary Education has been organizing various 
capacity building and empowerment programmes 
for principals and teachers of schools affiliated 
to the Board. The board has established Centres 
of Excellence in different parts of the country 
to fulfill the need of continuous professional 
development of schools teachers and 
administrators. The Centres organize programmes 
for teachers and principals on a regular basis. The 
Centres periodically undertake need analysis, 
design and develop material and resources for 
future programmes and continuously monitor 
programmes.

A trail of developments marks the significant 
changes that took place over the years in shaping 
up the Board to its present status. U.P. Board of 
High School and Intermediate Education was 
the first Board set up in 1921. It had under its 
jurisdiction Rajputana, Central India and Gwalior.  
In response to the representation made by 
the Government of United Provinces, the then 
Government of India suggested to set up a joint 
Board in 1929 for all the areas which was named 
as the ‘Board of High School and Intermediate 
Education, Rajputana. This included Ajmer, 
Merwara, Central India and Gwalior.

The Board witnessed rapid growth and expansion 
at the level of Secondary education resulting 
in improved quality and standard of education 
in institutions. But with the advent of State 
Universities and State Boards in various parts 
of the country the jurisdiction of the Board was 
confined only to Ajmer, Bhopal and Vindhya 
Pradesh later. As a result of this, in 1952, the 
constitution of the Board was amended wherein 
its jurisdiction was extended to part-C and Part-D 
territories and the Board was given its present 
name ‘Central Board of Secondary Education’. It 
was in the year 1962 finally that the Board was 
reconstituted. The main objectives were those 
of: serving the educational institutions more 
effectively, to be responsive to the educational 
needs of those students whose parents were 
employed in the Central Government and had 
frequently transferable jobs.
